· Student voice is represented in all aspects of school through;

· Pupil Conferencing;

	· Additional provision is developed in light of pupil voice.

· Children with SEND are included in decisions about the provision made for them. (e.g. reward systems, criteria to develop, contracts of behaviour)

	· Individual support is responsive to the views of the pupil.

· Pupil’s views are an integral part of SEN reviews through Pupil Conferencing and Annual Reviews

· Many pupils with SEND are involved with creating their own Communication Passports
· Pupils are involved with creating their own Pupil Passports
· Pupils are supported in person centred target and outcome setting.

· Individual Learning Plans are shared and developed with pupils as appropriate.
· Pupils are involved in creating their Behaviour Support Plans (BSP) which are then reviewed every 6-8 weeks with them, parents / carers, Teacher, SENCO / Phase Leader.

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	· The school works in partnership with all parents and carers. 
· The parents/carers of all students are invited to attend parent consultations and open afternoons three times a year. 
· Full reports are sent home to every child yearly.  EYFS, Year 2 and Year 6 in the Summer Term – all other years in the Spring Term. 
· Parents/carers know who to contact if they have a concern. 
· Parents/carers are contacted via our text message service to ensure all families receive individual messages from school staff (paper copies or phone calls are made where appropriate)

· The school website enables parent/carers to understand more about what their young person is learning. 
· The School Facebook page also helps to make sign-posting inclusive.

· The Early Years Foundation Stage use ‘2buildaprofile’ online software which enables regular progress reports from school to parents on a weekly or bi-weekly basis. 
· Teachers and parents can communicate about their child’s learning briefly in the morning or in a more detailed way at the end of each day.  Appointments can be made in advance or communication can occur on a ‘drop-in’ basis.  
· Parents/carers are invited to yearly ‘Meet the Teacher’ sessions. 
· Parent Workshops occur to share best ways for parents to support their children’s learning at home. 

· Parents/carers are encouraged to read with their child daily and communicate through a home-school reading record.
 
	· Parents/carers are able to and encouraged to contact school with any query or concern at any time. 
· The School Learning Mentors work alongside families, signposting parents/carers to agencies for support. 
· Home/School diaries encourage dialogue between parents/carers and school. 
· Parents are able to contact school re concerns at any time. 
· Parents/carers are encouraged to join in with school trips, open afternoons, sports days and seasonal celebrations. 
· Regular Coffee Meetings for parents are held by SENCO or Autism Champion, often also involving visitors from outside agencies (e.g. Face2Face parent support, Cognition and Learning team from County)

	· Parents/carers are actively involved in 
TAC, CHiN, BSP and SEN Review meetings. 
· Parent/carer views are an integral part of all meetings. 
· Advocacy is available to ensure the above (e.g. the use of SENDIASS or Parent Council)

· All documentation is presented in a format that is accessible to individual 

parents/carers. 
· Parents/carers are informed of any additional intervention their child receives. 
· Parents/carers are informed when their child moves onto or off the SEN record of need. 

· Parents may be invited to join in with school trips when appropriate. 
· The Pastoral Team and SENDCo hold regular ‘coffee mornings’ where parents, school staff and outside agents are invited to meet. 



3. The curriculum 

	Whole school approaches.

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	· The curriculum is designed to ensure the inclusion of all pupils. 
· Key knowledge is captured in our ‘heart beats’.
· RE is taught from the Cornwall Agreed Syllabus 
· We have a weekly programme (designed in house) called, ‘Being Healthy, Staying Safe’ to meet PSHE curriculum needs.
· In PE we follow the Real PE scheme which has clear differentiation whilst also being highly inclusive.
· Maths follows ‘White Rose’

· English follows ‘Write Stuff’
· All children, regardless of ability or additional needs, have full access to the curriculum. 
· Data analysis, using ‘SONAR’, is used to identify pupils who require specific interventions. 


	· Intervention packages are bespoke and needs led. 
· The progress of children on the intervention programmes is measured regularly and monitored by the SENCo and Leadership Team. 
· Small group interventions include: 

· RWInc support for reading and writing 
· Speech and Language 
· Supported Peer Mentoring 
· Year 2 and Year 6 SAT Revision 
· Pre teach sessions to ensure all children can access the learning
· Post teach sessions where teacher observations suggest this is appropriate.

	· 1:1 or very small group Trauma Informed School sessions for children who have emotional development interruptions. 
· Read, Write, Inc top up (outside of KS1) : Fresh Start
· Children with additional needs are able to access the curriculum, sometimes with the support of adults in the classroom, sometimes independently. 
· All children, regardless of ability or additional needs, are included in all school activities, extra-curricular clubs and school trips. 
· Year 6 Maths 1:1 Intervention 
· 1:1 Reading Mentoring 
· Nessy Online Programme (dyslexia)
· Precision Teach 
· Each curriculum leader has developed ‘Strategies for supporting children with SEND ‘ within their curriculum area. See website. 



4. Teaching and learning

	Specialist, individualised support and provision
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	· The whole school uses a ‘dyslexic friendly’ approach to teaching and learning. 
· All lessons are carefully planned to include clear success criteria, a focused learning intention, different learning styles and differentiated activities. 
· Children work in ability groups, friendship groups, pairs and independently during the school day. 

· A variety of learning styles are used. 
· Learning intentions are displayed and discussed.
· All teachers use a consistent approach to marking. 
· Targets are set for each cohort, by School Leaders, for the end of year. 
· Teachers use mini plenaries and visualiser stops to assess the understanding of the learning intention and address any misconceptions. 

	· Class teachers and teaching assistants share information and lesson plans to ensure that students with SEND have targeted support and provision. 
· Teachers and teaching assistants work with small groups to: 

· ensure understanding 
· facilitate learning 
· foster independence 
· keep pupils on task 

· Teaching assistants are used widely within the classroom to ensure the independence and progress of all children. 
· In class targeted teacher support. 

· Funfit Sessions 
	· Personalised and highly differentiated tasks are provided to enable independent learning. 
· 1:1 and very small group support is in place for pupils who need more intensive support above and beyond what is available in the classroom, e.g. for those with physical difficulties, sensory needs, speech and language difficulties, social skills, autism, dyslexia, severe learning difficulties and emotional interruptions. 
· Adults supporting children with physical needs are given time to meet with Speech and Language, Occupational Therapists and physiotherapists to ensure we can continue the exercises necessary within the school environment. 
· Teachers and teaching assistants are given assess to targets and activities set by the Speech and Language Therapist to ensure targets are being through regular Care Plans (parents are partners in this). 
· Alternative ways of recording are used for individuals who have difficulties with coordination, with advice sought from agencies such as OT and the advisory teacher for physical difficulties. 
· Advice is sought from Educational Psychologists 
· Advice is sought from Speech and Language Team
· Sensory needs are addressed by activities with a teaching assistant which children access at least weekly (referral through ASD, OT or diagnosis of Physical needs, e.g. DCD) 


5. Self-help skills and independence

	Whole school approaches

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	· Resources are available for children to use independently within the classroom. 
· Specialised resources such as dyslexic friendly rulers are used by many children and are commonplace within each classroom. 
· All pupils have access to extracurricular clubs which encourage independence and self-help skills. 
· All pupils are encouraged to change independently for PE, swimming, extracurricular clubs and sports days/activity days. 
· All teachers display a visual timetable which is used to support children who rely heavily on routine. 
· A whole school approach to self help is taught and encouraged; in Key Stage 2 this takes the form of the five B’s – Brain, Board, Book, Buddy and Boss.   
· Numeracy classroom wall displays for key vocabulary, strategies and symbols. 
· Literacy classroom wall displays support learning.

	· Where teaching assistants are in the classroom, or during small group or 1:1 tuition, they facilitate independence from all pupils. 
· Pupils have personalised equipment to help them learn, such as talking tins, overlays, timers, as well as common classroom resources such as dyslexic friendly rulers which can be used by everybody. 
· The learning mentor group (Rainbow Club) focus on developing life-skills and independence. 
· Some students have access to : 

· visual timetables 
· pupil passports
· dot system to access the Learning Mentor area.  
· Small group interventions include: 
· Circle time 
· In class support for behavioural targets 
· Social Stories 

	· Some children require an individual visual timetable with a now and next picture only. 
· Some children have an individual Learning Board where tasks and rewards are jointly organised to allow learning to be broken into smaller steps which the pupil can ‘post’ once achieved.  

· Teaching assistants working one-to-one with students encourage them to be specific about what they need help with, along with asking them what they have done already to find the help for themselves, e.g. asked peers, checked books, etc 
· Additional support is shared to build resilience in the young person, so that they have self-coping strategies when and if the teaching assistant or teacher is absent 
· Personalised timetables are in place 




6. Health, wellbeing and emotional support

	· Illogan School ethos and value system are underpinned by our ‘Illogan Heart’

· PSHE sessions include all pupils. 
· We are a Trauma Informed School, with two named practitioners, who support children with emotional and mental health needs.  
· Staff have been trained in Emotion Coaching techniques and strategies by the County Educational Psychology Team. 
· We aim to develop the whole child. 
· Pupils have access to our learning mentors and the SENCo. 
· The school works in partnership with Penhaligon’s Friends to help children deal with bereavement. 
· Risk assessments are in place for children with SEN and behaviour difficulties where appropriate. 
· Written contracts are agreed between children, parents and school when extreme behaviours are displayed within the school. 
· The SEN team coordinate provision for students with wellbeing, emotional, physical and mental health needs. 
· Students can be referred to the School Nursing team through the Early Help Hub. Sessions are private and confidential. 
· Student issues are dealt with by trained staff, including Learning Mentor and ASD Champion, as they arise. 
· Circle Time 
· After-school clubs and extra-curricular opportunities aid health, resilience and emotional well-being. 


	· Year Six have the opportunity to become School Prefects if they display positive behaviours and effort in their learning consistently. 
· Year Five pupils have the opportunity to become Playground Buddies to support their peers throughout the school at play and lunch breaks. 
· All children have the opportunity to become a school councillor, representing their year group at regular meetings. 
· Various locations are available for vulnerable pupils who feel emotionally dysregulated at any time throughout the school day, e.g. Rainbow Room, Sensory Room, Sensory Wall, Movement Room (Curnow).  Staff are available to support this access.

· Key staff have team teach training. 
· The learning mentor and ASD Champion work with individuals and small groups of children on developing social skills and emotional resilience. 
· Time limited and monitored groups address: 
· self-esteem 
· social skills 
· life skills 
· anger management 
· Resilience 

	· TACs, CHiN, Early Support and Annual Review meetings are supported by a range of agencies and all support and advice is actioned accordingly. 
· Trauma Informed School assessments are used to tailor provision to emotional need.
· The Boxall Profile is used to help identify barriers to learning which may have an SEMH basis.
· Additional support for pupils can be requested from:

· Educational Psychologist

· Pupils with specific medical needs have individual health care plans, which are monitored and regularly updated by our learning mentors. 
· For some children rest breaks are given, especially after times of intense exercise such as swimming, in line with guidance from the occupational therapist and parents. 
· Illogan is supported by NHS MHST (Mental Health Support Team) worker who supports individual pupils and families at Illogan school, for half a day a week. 

· There is alternative lunchtime provision for children where appropriate. 



7. Social Interaction opportunities 
	Whole school approaches

The universal offer to all children and YP
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	· All children have opportunities for social interaction, regardless of need and ability. 
· All students belong to a class with a named class teacher. 
· All students are invited on trips and visits linked to our Illogan ‘Heart Strings’.
· Appropriate risk assessments are completed for trips, visits and activities to ensure all pupils are safe and their needs will continue to be met whilst out of school. 
· All children have the opportunity to join extra-curricular activities regardless of need. 
· Involvement in community events such as Lantern Parade 


	· Year Five children can become Playground  Buddies, helping the younger children settle into the playground and playing healthy games. 
· Year Six have the opportunity to become School Prefects if they display positive behaviours and effort in their learning consistently. 
· All children have the opportunity to become a school councillor, representing their year group at regular meetings. 
· The learning mentors ensure social interactions between children who find this difficult. 
· The PE Co-ordinator enables social interaction opportunities through Sports teams and events with other schools. 


	· Learning mentors, teaching assistants and the SENCo use therapeutic and social stories with individual children. 
· Radio systems and FM transmitters enable children with hearing impairments to communicate with teachers and peers effectively (not currently an identified need).

· Some classes are taught basic sign language (Makaton) to help communicate with children who cannot do so verbally. 
· Some classes are taught key words in different languages to support integration of children with English as an Additional Language (not currently a recognised need).



8. The physical environment (accessibility, safety and positive learning environment)
	Whole school approaches

The universal offer to all children and YP
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	Additional, targeted support and provision
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	· All areas of the school are accessible to everyone including those pupils with SEND. 
· All areas are wheelchair accessible. 
· Disabled toilets are available to children who need them. 
· Questionnaires and Pupil Conferencing have shown that children feel safe and happy in the school environment. 
· The school grounds are safe and secure during the school day, with locked gates. 
· Members of the public must sign into reception before entering the main school building. 
· Students feel safe and in an environment where bullying is not tolerated and dealt with effectively. 
· The Head and SENCO are the named child protection officers and designated safeguarding officers. 
· All areas of the school are inviting, engaging, positive and support learning and/or value children’s efforts. 
· Teachers focus on rewarding good behaviour to promote a positive learning environment. 
· The rewards and sanctions systems are robust and displayed around the school. 
· We are a Trauma Informed School, with two named practitioners, who support children with emotional and mental health needs.  
· Outdoor areas are used to facilitate learning. 

	· Quiet areas are available during breaktimes and lunchtimes for children who are less able to cope with unstructured times. 
· Key named staff have been Team Teach trained. 
· Non-slip, non-breakable equipment available in practical lessons. 
· Adapted PE equipment available. 
· Sensory toys, lights and games available 


	· Some children have access to specialist equipment within the classroom, such as writing slopes, weighted blankets, wobble cushions, kick straps and specialised chairs etc 
· A sensory area is available for children of all ages. 
· All teachers are made aware of individual children who may need quiet areas within the classroom, children who need to be seated near or away from the door, plus other physical factors that will affect the layout of the classroom such as wheelchair access between tables. 
· Classrooms/halls/corridors are made accessible for young people with sensory needs. 
· External professionals support the facilitation of equipment to support pupil’s learning. Eg OT, Ed Psych, SALT, Visual and Auditory. 
· Sharing a site with Curnow Special School offers some opportunity to access resources such as sensory and movement rooms.  



9. Transition from year to year and setting to setting 
	Whole school approaches

The universal offer to all children and YP
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	· Prospective parents are invited to visit the school both at their own convenience and at a meeting held prior to place awarding.  Their children spend time in their prospective new classroom.

· Nursery feeders are visited during the Summer Term where attainment information is gathered along with the opportunity for pre-school age children to meet their teacher.
· Transition from the Foundation Stage to KS1 is handled carefully, with moderation of attainment between teachers and classroom visits for the children. 
· All classes meet their new teacher for the Autumn during the Summer Term to support transition. 
· Transition notes and meetings from one teacher to the next teacher ensure all necessary information including SEND, medical, behaviour and family background is passed on effectively. 
· There are strong links with feeder Secondary Schools. 
· All children have the opportunity to visit local secondary schools for extra-curricular visits and activities throughout their primary years. 
· Taster days are available for Year 5 and 6 children to local secondary schools. 
· There are 2 or more induction days for year 6 students to their chosen secondary school. 

	· Small groups of children have additional visits to their next class/chosen primary schools where they are identified as vulnerable.
· There are strong links with local secondary schools. 
· The Year 6 teacher and the SENCo identify vulnerable students who may struggle with transition and this group have several additional visits.

· Some groups of children have been offered Summer School Support by a local secondary in the past.
· Individuals joining our school from a different setting will be given a ‘buddy’ within their class as they settle. 

	· Children with SEND will have a transition booklet made with photographs and information about their new class, setting and key staff.  

· Children who have an EHCP will have the opportunity to meet new adults who will be supporting them many times prior to moving to their new class.
· Parents of children who have an EHCP are invited to meet new staff to and visit their new classroom before the end of the Summer Term. 
· Some children with SEND, who join our school from a different setting, are given the opportunity for a phased transition if it is felt necessary. 
· Pupils with SEND or vulnerable pupils have extra transition visits to their chosen secondary schools. 

· The secondary school SENCO is invited to annual reviews for children in Year 6 post the March 1st allocations.

Answers to Frequently asked Questions

1 How do people in school know if a pupil needs extra help? 

Teachers assess children’s progress in all areas of learning carefully. This is monitored carefully by the SENCO and Head Teacher. Pupils have end of year targets and progress towards these targets is analysed every term. Teachers focus interventions to support children not making targeted progress.  Pupils who continue to not make progress will be referred to the SENCO for additional support. Pupils with specific needs who receive support from outside agencies, such as Speech and Language Therapy, will have additional targets based on their need. These targets are shared with the class teacher and included in the pupil’s Individual Learning Plan.
2. What should I do if I think my child may have special educational needs?

Your initial concern should be raised with your child’s class teacher. If you remain concerned, please contact Ms Duggan, SENCO, at the school.
3. Who is responsible for the progress and success of my child in school?

We value parents as partners in children’s learning and success. Children make the best progress when all parties work together and communicate effectively. If a teacher has concerns about your child’s progress, they will address this with you either face to face or over the phone.
4. How is the curriculum matched to my child’s needs? 

We use a broad and balanced curriculum which is cross curricular and involves lots of practical activities. Teachers plan effectively to meet all children’s needs and cater for a range of learning styles.
5. How do school staff support me/my child?

Termly reports/parent consultations will give you the opportunity to see how well your child is doing in school and the progress they are making. We hold regular open afternoons which also give you the opportunity to look at your child’s work and discuss any concerns with the class teacher. We have an open-door policy, and all teachers are happy to make time to talk to you about your child at the end of the school day.   
6. How do I know that my child is safe in school?

The school gates are always shut during the school day allowing children freedom around the school grounds while keeping them safe. Registers are taken at the beginning of each session to ensure all children are present and teachers are aware of where children are always. Members of the public are required to sign in through reception before entering the main school building.  All visitors can be identified through the wearing of red or amber lanyards.  Staff lanyards are blue.
7. How is my child included in activities outside the classroom including school trips?

All children are given the opportunity to attend extra-curricular activities and school trips, regardless of need or ability. Children will be supported on school trips as they would be within the classroom and risk assessments will be completed prior to the trip.
8. How accessible is the school environment?

Our school is fully accessible for children, young people and adults with physical difficulties. We have accessible toilets, including hoist and height adjustable changing bed.  
9. How will school prepare and support me/my child through the transition from key stage to key stage and beyond? 
Transition times are handled very carefully especially for children with SEND. Information is passed onto the next teacher within school both in verbal and written format. Individual Learning Plans are transferred to the next class and SEND information is made available early to enable the next teacher to prepare and plan effectively. Teaching assistants work with children to create a transition poster, full of photos and information about their new classroom and teachers. Children who have substantial support within the classroom will meet their new class teachers and teaching assistants many times prior to moving class.
